· If flooding is a concern, check into adding overland flood insurance to your policy.  Disaster Financial Assistance is ONLY for non-insurable expenses.  The overland flood insurance is a NEW thing.

· Resources available to communities and individuals – Salvation Army, Red Cross, St. John’s Ambulance & Mennonite Disaster Services all offer different types of assistance, from clean up kits to first aid.
· Always make sure you have 72 hours’ worth of water & food in case of blizzards, washed out roads due to flooding etc.
