PERSONNEL REPORTS:

· Recreation Director Report – Colleen Vanwynsberghe
· Colleen will be finishing up her Age Friendly Report for the end of the year.  A few future ideas may be to paint curbs to make them more visible using blue or yellow paint.  Beneficial for seniors.
· Accessibility Plan will need to be implemented in 2018 so will incorporate some age friendly plans along with it.
· The application has been submitted for trees through the Hydro Forest Enhancement Grant.
· Town Foreman Report  -  Darcy Dearsley gave his report:
· The culvert by the rink was uncovered and Darcy will have the box on the end of it made a few inches higher to get it to the proper height.

· The skidsteer wiper system broke down and was taken to Brandon for repair.

· A street broom for the bobcat was discussed – quotes will be requested.

· Christmas lights will be put up next week

· Tool box for the truck has been ordered

· Quotes obtained from Zenith for paving the lane from post office to first street to improve drainage.

· Trees – a few more trees will be removed this fall

· Tom Johnson sign – get quote on fixing base
· Community direction sign broke & blew down in the big winds.  We will leave it as just the Grund sign for now.

· AAO Report – Lori Johnson gave her report:
· MB Hydro – Street Light – Sept. 26, Cory came out and met with Mike Foubert, Mike Everett, Darcy & Lori to decided where & how many street lights to put up on South Avenue.  Quotes will be sent.  (Approx. $6.500.00 for new street light with buried line).

· Drainage ditch on Schultz  - Don took transit shots of the ditch Sept 20th – the difference from the north side of the culvert on the road, to the big Spruce Tree by Elliott’s is 2.75” only.  So, the water is flowing to the culvert, but could be dug down 2” right under that spruce tree if we wanted to.  Council approved the request of a resident on Schultz to apply for a drainage permit with Water Stewardship at their October meeting.  The applicant will now send in his permit request to Water Stewardship. 

· A resident was in with concerns about the water drainage on the street in front of her residence.  She will bring in a written request from the property owners.

· A letter was sent to a resident regarding several complaints about her dog lunging and growling at residents who walk past her place on the sidewalk.  She was informed that if the dog is not kept on her property, the RCMP will be notified.

· The old Dodge dump truck was put up for sale on E-Brandon for $1,800.00 OBO.  We accepted an offer of $1,300.00.  Waiting to hear back as of meeting time.
